Shantivanam, - Tamilnadu, which was founded by three great visionaries, Fr.
Jules Monchanin, MEP, Dom Henri Le Saux, OSB and Dom Bede Griffiths,
OSB (Cam). Especially Father Bede was a leading proponent of

_ interreligious dialogue. They tried to integrate the values of Western
monastic tradition with the values of the Indian monastic tradition.

A western association of lay people (friends of Shantigiri), deeply concerned
by the suffering of Mother earth and of creation. They are from different
professional and life experiences: teachers, psychologists, engineers,
scientists, architects. Their main motivation can be summarized by one word
“participation”. This includes sharing their life experience, material support,
caring for the wellbeing of all of creation. Fr. Bede called it lay monasticism.
For Panikkar a monk is a universal archetype. He speaks from his personal
experience as “a monk without a monastery” and without the robes to arrive
at “the monk that is in each of us”, the one who “aspires with his whole being
to reach life’s ultimate end”, or simply, to Be."(Blessed simplicity).

Activities:

It is a Benedictine ashram. The members live the benedictine monastic life
integrated with the Indian spiritual tradition.

The ashram is situated among many Hindu families, so we conduct interreligious
dialogue, inculturation, yoga, and meditation programmes opened for the people of
all faith.
