HOW TO FIND THE CENTRE JEAN XXIII 

From Kirchberg: 

Take the road tunnel alongside the 
Philharmonie; at the end of the tunnel, turn 
right, and descend the hill. At the bottom 
of the hill (rue du Fort Thüengen) turn left 
on to rue Jules Wilhelm. You will pass under 
the Hemicycle (see right). The Centre Jean 
XXIII is the first turning on the right in 50m.
(photo of entrance above). 

The driveway is 500m long — continue to the car parks at the top of the drive, 
and enter the main entrance. 

From Clausen/Youth Hostel  

Pass the Youth Hostel on your left, and cross the small bridge over the river, and 
turn right. 10m on, turn left onto rue Jules Wilhelm. Stay on this (long, winding) 
road. You will pass under Hemicycle. Follow directions as above.
