The Encyclical Letter Laudato Si’

Many things have to change of ON CARE FOR OUR

course, but it is we human beings
above all who need to change. We
lack an awareness of our common
origin, of our mutual belonging,
and of a future to be shared with
everyone..... A great cultural,
spiritual and educational
challenge stands before us, and it
will demand that we set out on
the long path of renewal..........

..... An open and respectful
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dialogue is also needed between b
the various ecological movements, among which ideological conflicts are
not infrequently encountered. The gravity of the ecological crisis demands
that we all look to the common good, embarking on a path of dialogue
which demands patience, self-discipline and generosity, always keeping in
mind that 'realities are greater than ideas'.

....... In the meantime we come fogether to take charge of this home which
has been entrusted fo us, knowing that all the good which exists here will
be taken up info the heavenly feast. In union with all creatures, we
journey through this land seeking God, for '/f the world has a beginning
and if it has been created, we must enguire who gave it this beginning, and
who was its Creator’(Basil the Great).
