If you arrive and the church is already full, you may unfortunately 
be turned away – there is Mass in French at 12 noon at the cathedral. We are trying to add extra 
chairs where we can safely.  Alternatively the Sunday evening 18.30 Mass has more space at the 
moment, so please consider attending that Mass. Thank you for your understanding.
