a sense, as God’s agent, to find out how Jesus understands what it means to be the Son
of God. He has been revealed as such at his baptism, but will he use this knowledge as a
kind of short-cut to being the Messiah people are expecting, or will he be the Son that God
has in mind?

The three tests present Jesus with a choice: he can use his divine power for his own
advantage or to attract a popular following. In either case, his mission is doomed. Or,

he can be the Son and Messiah whom God intends, and the proof of that is not human
success, but the cross. We will reflect on the final and crucial test at the end of Lent, in
Holy Week. Our gospel reading hints at this, when it ends with the ominous warning that
“the devil left him, to return at the appointed time” - that is, at the Last Supper, when the
story of Jesus’ Passion begins. B
