Today's feast is always celebrated on
January 1. While it has its origins in the
Eastern Church, the feast was celebrated

in Rome by the fifth century AD. By the

late Middle Ages, it was celebrated in the
Western Church under the title of the Feast of
the Circumcision of Christ. After the Second
Vatican Council, Pope Paul VI replaced the
Feast of the Circumcision of Christ with the
Solemnity of Mary, the Mother of God.

In 431 AD, the Church gave Mary the
wonderful title of Theotdkos. It is a Greek
word which means ‘God-bearer’. In the
Western Church, this title was translated
into Latin as Mater Dei or ‘Mother of God'.
